Instructions - 
INSTALL THE JUNCTION BOX SCREWS HALFWAY INTO THE JUNCTION BOX (by others).1.
INSTALL THE (2) STEEL SUPPORT CABLES AND THE POWER CABLE THROUGH THE LOCATIONS 2.
SHOWN IN THE CANOPY COVER. 
SLIDE THE POWER CABLE THROUGH THE POWER CABLE CLAMP AND TIGHTEN. MAKE SURE 3.
THERE IS ROUGHLY 1" OF THE POWER CORD ABOVE THE POWER CABLE CLAMP GOING INTO 
THE JUNCTION BOX.
MAKE ALL WIRE CONNECTIONS IN ACCORDANCE TO LOCAL AND NATIONAL CODES.4.
INSERT THE STEEL CABLES INTO THE GRIPLOCKS, MAKING SURE THE CABLES HAVE EVEN 5.
TENSION ON THEM. FAILURE TO DO SO WILL CAUSE THE WEIGHT OF THE FIXTURE TO BE 
UNEVEN AND CAN CAUSE THE CABLES TO FAIL.
INSTALL THE CANOPY PLATE BY INSERTING THE HEAD OF THE JUNCTION BOX SCREWS 6.
THROUGH THE LARGER OPENING ON THE CANOPY PLATE FOR BOTH SCREWS. ROTATE THE 
PLATE SO THE HEADS OF THE SCREWS ARE SUPPORTING THE PLATE. TIGHTEN JUNCTION BOX 
SCREWS. DO NOT ALLOW THE FIXTURE TO HANG UNTIL THE JUNCTION BOX SCREWS ARE 
COMPLETELY SECURED!
SLIDE THE CANOPY COVER UP TO THE MOUNTING SURFACE AND TIGHTEN WITH THE CANOPY 7.
SCREW.

INSTRUCTIONS TO ACCESS INTERNAL COMPONENTS

1) See Tube Hook detail for supporting Acrylic Tube
2) Remove (2) Hex Nuts to remove Downlight Bezel
3) Twist Downlight Reflector counter clockwise
     to remove it
4) Remove (4) Hex Nuts to remove Tube Support
5) Remove (2) Phillips Screws attaching the door of 
     wire body and pivot it open

INSTRUCTIONS

1) Preparation: Determine the height the Fixture
    will hang by holding Fixture along side Stainless Steel
    Cables.  Stainless Steel Cables may be inserted into
    Cable Grippers up to 12", cut excess if needed. The
    cut ends must not have stray strands, tin the cut end.
2) Follow instructions on page 2 to gain access to the
     interior components.
3) Insert the Stainless Steel Cables so Fixture hangs at
     the intended height.
4) Slide Power Cord thru Cord Grip.
5) Leaving enough cord for splices, trim Power Cord if
    needed.
6) Strip Power Cord and make appropriate splice
    connections.
7) If your installation requires the DMX Control Cable,
     it must be routed outside the junction box due to the
     voltage class of the cable.
8) Test, then reassemble Fixture.
